Privacy Policy of YouGo Limited

1. Introduction

YOUGO LIMITED (“we”, “our”, “the Company”) is committed to respecting your privacy
and protecting your personal data. This Privacy Policy explains how we collect,
process, store, and safeguard personal information through our online platform,
YouGo, available at https://yougo.money.

This Policy is drafted in accordance with the Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance (Cap.
486) of the Hong Kong SAR (“PDPQ”) and the General Data Protection Regulation
(EU 2016/679) (“GDPR”). It applies to all users of the Service, regardless of
jurisdiction, with particular emphasis on individuals located in the European Union
(EU) and the Hong Kong SAR.

By using our Service, you acknowledge that you have read and understood this Policy
and agree to the processing of your data in compliance with the applicable laws.

2. Who We Are

The entity responsible for the collection and processing of your personal data is:

We act as the data controller with respect to your personal information, irrespective of
whether you are located in the EU, Hong Kong, or elsewhere.

3. What Personal Data We Collect

We may collect and process the following categories of personal data in the course of
providing our services:

Identity and Contact Information:

Full name, date of birth, nationality, gender

Passport or government-issued ID details

Tax identification numbers where legally required

Email address, phone number, residential or business address

Account and Usage Data:

e Login credentials (username/password), user ID
o Browser and device information (IP address, cookies, device type, geolocation)
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» Activity logs, access history, and task management data
o User preferences and platform settings

Payment and Financial Information (including crypto):

o Bank account details and billing address

o Cryptocurrency wallet addresses and transaction history

o Credit/debit card information (processed exclusively via certified third-party
payment providers in compliance with PCI DSS)

Employment and Contractual Data:

o Copies of contracts, invoices, and assignments generated via the platform
« Records of tasks performed, approvals, and payments issued
o Onboarding and verification documents, including AML/KYC results

Media and Verification Data:

o Uploaded identification documents, including photos or scans for verification
« Webcam photos or biometric verification results where required by compliance
standards

Other Data:

o Feedback, survey responses, and customer support requests
» Any additional personal data voluntarily submitted by you in the context of using
our services

Children’s Data:

We do not knowingly collect personal data of individuals under the age of 18, unless
such collection is strictly required for lawful contractual arrangements and is in
compliance with our Terms of Service and applicable laws.

4. Legal Basis for Processing (Under GDPR)

We only process personal data where a valid legal basis exists under GDPR and
PDPO. These include:

e Consent — for optional processing, such as receiving marketing
communications.

o Contractual Necessity — to perform our obligations under a service agreement
or contract entered into with you.

e Legal Obligation — to comply with applicable laws, including anti-money
laundering (AML), counter-terrorist financing (CTF), tax, and financial reporting
obligations.

« Legitimate Interests — to ensure security of our platform, improve our services,
conduct risk assessments, and prevent fraud, provided that such interests do
not override your fundamental rights.



For users in Hong Kong, all collection, use, storage, and processing of personal data
are conducted strictly in accordance with the six Data Protection Principles (DPPs) set
out in the Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance (Cap. 486) (PDPO).

This means that:

o Personal data will only be collected for a lawful and necessary purpose directly
related to the functions or activities of YOUGO LIMITED.

o The data collected will be adequate but not excessive, and used only for the
purposes for which it was collected or for directly related purposes.

« We take all reasonably practicable steps to ensure that personal data is
accurate, up-to-date, and not retained for longer than necessary.

o Personal data will be stored securely, with access restricted to authorized
personnel on a need-to-know basis.

e Individuals are entitled to request access to and correction of their personal
data held by us.

« We maintain transparent information about our personal data practices,
including the kinds of personal data held, the main purposes of use, and the
ways in which data subjects may exercise their rights under the PDPO.

5. How We Use Your Data

We process your personal data exclusively for lawful purposes and in connection with
the operation of the YouGo platform, including:

o Account management — to register, authenticate, and maintain your user
account.

« Service delivery — to provide access to the platform’s core functions, including
contractor management, payroll processing, and cross-border payments.

e Support and communications — to provide technical assistance, respond to
your requests, and send service-related notices (e.g., policy updates, system
alerts).

e Regulatory compliance — to fulfil obligations under applicable laws, including
anti-money laundering (AML), counter-terrorist financing (CTF), tax reporting,
and labor law requirements.

e Financial processing — to issue invoices, process payments in fiat or digital
assets, and maintain accurate financial records.

o Service improvement — to analyze usage trends, enhance functionality, and
develop new features.

o Fraud prevention and security — to detect, prevent, and investigate fraudulent
activity, unauthorized access, or misuse of the platform.

e Marketing communications — to send information about our services or
relevant partner offerings, but only where you have provided explicit consent.

6. Marketing and Consent

We may, from time to time, contact you with marketing communications relating to our
services or those of trusted partners. Such communications will only be sent where
we have obtained your explicit consent, or where permitted by applicable law.



You have the right to withdraw your consent at any time. Withdrawal of consent will
not affect the lawfulness of processing carried out before such withdrawal.

7. Cookies and Tracking Technologies

We use cookies and similar tracking technologies to enhance your user experience
and optimize the performance of our Service. These technologies may collect:

o Device identifiers, IP address, and connection type

o Browser type, version, and language settings

« Referring websites or applications

» Pages viewed, interaction logs, and duration of visits

Depending on your jurisdiction, we may rely on either implied or explicit consent to
place cookies. You may manage or disable cookies through your browser or device
settings; however, certain features of the Service may not function properly if cookies
are disabled.

8. Data Disclosure

We do not sell or otherwise commercially exploit your personal data. We will only
disclose personal data to third parties where this is necessary for legitimate business
purposes, for the proper provision of our Services, or where disclosure is required or
permitted by applicable law or regulation.

In such cases, disclosures may include the following categories of recipients:

« Affiliates and Group Companies — We may share information with our affiliates,
subsidiaries, or parent company to ensure the effective delivery of our services.

e Service Providers and Processors — We may disclose personal data to trusted
third-party partners who process data on our behalf, such as IT support,
hosting, identity verification providers, and communication services. All such
providers are contractually bound by strict confidentiality and data protection
obligations, and we only disclose the minimum information necessary for them
to provide their services.

o Auditors, Advisors, and Consultants — We may disclose information in the
context of audits (including external financial, compliance, and security audits)
or to professional advisors such as lawyers, accountants, and risk consultants.

o Regulators, Courts, and Authorities — We may disclose data to governmental,
regulatory, law enforcement, or judicial authorities, where necessary to comply
with applicable laws, respond to lawful requests, or enforce our rights.

« Financial Institutions and Payment Systems — We may share data with banks,
credit institutions, payment networks (e.g., SWIFT, SEPA, Visa, Mastercard),
and payment service providers to facilitate legitimate cross-border payments,
settlements, and transaction processing.

o AML/CTF and Risk Prevention Agencies — Personal data may be disclosed to
anti-money laundering (AML), counter-terrorist financing (CTF), fraud
prevention, and compliance service providers in order to verify identity, perform
due diligence, and ensure lawful use of our platform.



e Cloud and Data Management Providers — We may use secure cloud storage,
data archiving, and data management solutions in the ordinary course of
business, subject to contractual safeguards.

e Customer Support and Marketing Providers — Where necessary, we may
share data with carefully selected third parties assisting us with customer
support, marketing communications (subject to consent), and administrative
services.

o External Legal Advisors — Where disputes, investigations, or legal proceedings
arise, data may be shared with external counsel and advisors.

We may also disclose your data in specific circumstances, including:

o To comply with a legal or regulatory obligation;

o To enforce our contractual rights, investigate breaches, or respond to claims;

o To protect the rights, safety, and property of YOUGO LIMITED, our clients, or
the public;

o To prevent fraud, financial crime, and equivalent risks, including sharing data
with relevant companies or organizations for these purposes.

All such disclosures are conducted in accordance with the requirements of the
Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance (PDPO) and the GDPR, ensuring that personal
data is protected by appropriate contractual, technical, and organizational safeguards.

9. International Data Transfers

Certain processing activities may require the transfer of your personal data to
jurisdictions outside of the Hong Kong SAR or the European Economic Area (EEA).
This may include transfers to service providers, financial institutions, or affiliates
located in other countries.

Whenever we transfer your personal data internationally, we implement appropriate
legal, contractual, and technical safeguards to ensure that your data remains
adequately protected. These include:

o Standard Contractual Clauses (SCCs) adopted by the European Commission
for transfers from the EEA to third countries;

o Contractual protections under Section 33 of the PDPO, governing the transfer
of personal data out of Hong Kong;

e Supplementary technical and organizational measures, such as encryption,
access controls, and data minimization, to enhance protection against
unauthorized access or misuse.

Where applicable, we will only transfer personal data to jurisdictions that provide an
adequate level of data protection or ensure that appropriate safeguards are
contractually in place.

You may request further details regarding the safeguards applied to specific
international transfers by contacting us at the address set out in Section 15 of this
Policy.



10. Data Retention

We retain personal data only for as long as necessary to fulfil the purposes outlined in
this Privacy Policy or to comply with applicable legal, regulatory, and contractual
obligations. The retention periods may vary depending on the type of data and the
requirements of the jurisdictions in which we operate.

In general:

o Account Data — retained for the duration of your active relationship with us and
for a period of six (6) months thereafter, unless longer retention is required by
law.

« KYC/AML and Verification Records — retained for the minimum period required
under applicable anti-money laundering, counter-terrorist financing, and
compliance legislation (typically five (5) years from the date of the transaction
or termination of the business relationship).

o Financial, Tax, and Contractual Records — retained in accordance with
statutory requirements under applicable accounting and tax laws (which may
range from five (5) to seven (7) years).

o Technical Logs and Security Data — retained for as long as reasonably
necessary to ensure the security and integrity of our systems and to investigate
incidents.

When the retention period expires, or where data is no longer required for the purposes
described above, we will take appropriate steps to securely delete, anonymize, or
irreversibly aggregate the data in accordance with applicable data protection laws.

11. Your Rights

We respect the rights of individuals in relation to their personal data and ensure that
such rights may be exercised in accordance with applicable laws, including the
General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) in the European Union and the Personal
Data (Privacy) Ordinance (PDPQO) in Hong Kong.

If you are in the EU / EEA / UK (under GDPR):

You are entitled to exercise the following rights with respect to your personal data that
we process as a controller:

» Right of Access and Portability — You have the right to obtain confirmation as
to whether we process your personal data, access such data, and, where
technically feasible, request its transfer to another service provider.

» Right to Rectification — You have the right to require us to correct inaccurate
or incomplete personal data.

e Right to Erasure — In certain circumstances (e.g., where data is no longer
necessary for the original purpose of collection), you may request the deletion
of your personal data.



« Right to Restrict Processing — You may request that we suspend processing
of your personal data under specific conditions, for example, where you contest
the accuracy or legality of the data held.

« Right to Object — You may object to our processing of your personal data in
certain circumstances, including for direct marketing purposes.

Please note: the exercise of these rights may not override our obligations under
applicable anti-money laundering (AML), counter-terrorist financing (CTF), and
financial record-keeping laws. In particular, we may be required to retain certain
identification, transaction, or compliance data notwithstanding a request for erasure.

If you are in Hong Kong (under PDPO):
Under the PDPO, you have the following rights:

e Right of Access — You may request confirmation as to whether we hold
personal data about you and obtain a copy of such data.

« Right of Correction — You may require us to correct any personal data that is
inaccurate or incomplete.

e Right to Transparency — You may request information regarding our personal
data practices, including the types of personal data we hold and the purposes
of use.

o Right to Withdraw Consent — Where consent is the basis of processing (e.g.,
for marketing communications), you may withdraw your consent at any time.

Response Times and Fees

o Requests under the GDPR will generally be addressed within 30 calendar days.

o Requests under the PDPO will generally be addressed within 40 calendar days.

e Under Hong Kong law, a reasonable fee may be charged for complying with a
data access request.

All requests will be handled in accordance with the applicable legal requirements and
subject to verification of identity to protect the security of your data.

12. Data Security

We implement appropriate technical, organizational, and contractual measures to
safeguard personal data against unauthorized access, alteration, disclosure, or
destruction. These include, without limitation:

e Secure servers, firewalls, and encrypted connections (TLS/HTTPS)
Encryption of sensitive payment and identification data, including cryptographic
wallets and transaction records

Multi-factor authentication, access controls, and role-based permissions

Strict password and credential management policies

Regular vulnerability testing, system monitoring, and intrusion detection
Confidentiality undertakings and regular training for all personnel with access
to personal data



e Vendor due diligence and contractual safeguards with third-party processors

Despite our efforts, no information system or transmission can be guaranteed as fully
secure. Users are responsible for maintaining the confidentiality of their login
credentials and ensuring secure access to their own devices.

13. Automated Decision-Making

We do not use personal data for automated decision-making that produces legal or
similarly significant effects on you. If such processing is ever applied, it will only be
carried out where:

« lItis necessary for entering into, or the performance of, a contract with you;
o Itis expressly authorized by applicable law; or
o Itis based on your explicit consent, which may be withdrawn at any time.

In such cases, we will implement measures to safeguard your rights and freedoms,
including the right to obtain human intervention and to contest the decision.

14. Updates to This Policy

We may revise this Privacy Policy from time to time to reflect changes in law,
regulation, or operational practice. If material changes are made, we will notify you
through the Platform, by email, or by other appropriate means.
