Terms of Use of YouGo

The present document is issued by YOUGO LIMITED, a company incorporated under
the laws of Hong Kong (Business Registration Number: 78386775-000-06-25-2,
registered office: Room 602, 6th Floor, Kai Yue Commercial Building, No. 2C Argyle
Street, Mong Kok, Kowloon, Hong Kong) (hereinafter — “Company”, “YouGo”,
“Operator”).

These Terms of Use establish the general rules and conditions for access to and use

of the YouGo Platform, and are legally binding for all Internet users accessing or
using the Service by any means.

1. TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

For the purposes of these Terms, the following definitions apply:

1.1. Terms, Special Documents — the present Terms of Use of YouGo Service,
including all associated documents (such as the Privacy Policy of YouGo
Service), as published on https://yougo.money.

1.2. Company (Operator, YouGo, We, Us) — YOUGO LIMITED, a company duly
incorporated and existing under the laws of Hong Kong, Business Registration
Number: 78386775-000-06-25-2, with its registered office at Room 602, 6th
Floor, Kai Yue Commercial Building, No. 2C Argyle Street, Mong Kok,
Kowloon, Hong Kong.

1.3. User — any individual or legal entity registered with the YouGo Service in any
capacity, including as a Client or Contractor.

1.4. Client (Customer) — a legal entity or entrepreneur registered with the YouGo
Service as a Client, who enters into an agreement with YouGo and/or
Contractors for the purpose of engaging and managing services via the
Platform.

1.5. Ordered Work (Deliverables) — any services, tasks, works, or results
performed by a Contractor under an accepted Task via the YouGo Service, in
accordance with the instructions, requirements, and deadlines set by the
Client and confirmed through the Platform interface.

1.6. Ordered Work may include, without limitation, digital content, written materials,
reports, designs, software code, documentation, or other deliverables, as well
as related intellectual property rights where applicable.

1.7. Personal Account (User Interface) — a secured, non-public section of the
Platform available to the User by logging in with personal credentials (login
and password) on the Service login page.

1.8. Task(s) — a specific assignment initiated by the Client through the YouGo
Service and accepted by a Contractor.

System / Platform / Service — the interactive online service operated by the
Company and available at https://yougo.money, including software programs,
databases, servers, content, design elements, and all other functionality
necessary for the provision of services.

Contractor (Subcontractor) — an individual, sole proprietor, or legal entity
registered with the YouGo Service as a Contractor, who accepts the terms of
the Contractor Offer Agreement and performs Ordered Work for Clients
through the Platform.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS TO USERS

Access to and use of the YouGo Service must be carried out by Users in full
compliance with these Terms, all related policies, and applicable law.

When registering and while using the Service, the User must provide accurate,
current, and complete information about themselves and any entity they
represent.

Users are strictly prohibited from:

(a) copying, reproducing, modifying, adapting, selling, sublicensing,
redistributing, or making publicly available any part of the YouGo
Service without prior written consent of the Company;

(b) granting access to the Service to unauthorized persons using their
credentials;

(c) using the Service forillegal purposes, including but not limited to money
laundering, tax evasion, violations of sanctions, or financing of terrorism;

(d) misrepresenting their identity, affiliation, or purpose of using the Service,
or providing misleading or false information;

(e) collecting information about other Users, invading their privacy, or
interfering with the normal operation of the Service;

(f)  registering with the Service for the purpose of copying or reverse
engineering its functionality;

(g) engaging in activities prohibited by the laws of Hong Kong, the EU, or
any other applicable jurisdiction;

(h) using the Service for any purposes other than those expressly permitted
under these Terms.

Users must be at least 18 years of age to register an account. If a User is
considered a minor in their jurisdiction of residence, they may only use the
Service with the necessary consents required under applicable law.

If registering on behalf of a legal entity, the User must be duly authorized to
act in its name and bind the entity to these Terms.

Users represent and warrant that they will not use the Service to circumvent
or violate international sanctions, export control laws, or AML/CTF regulations.

REGISTRATION AND ACCOUNT

To access the Service, the User must complete the registration procedure by
providing requested information.

Some of the information provided during registration will constitute personal
data. Its collection and processing are governed by the Privacy Policy of
YouGo Service.

The User expressly authorizes the Company and its designated partners to
collect, process, and verify data for the purposes of identity verification, Know
Your Customer/Business (KYC/KYB), and compliance with anti-money
laundering and counter-terrorism financing (AML/CTF) obligations.

The User acknowledges that such processing may involve third-party service
providers engaged by the Company.

Upon registration, the User creates login credentials (username and
password). The User must:

(a) keep such credentials strictly confidential;
(b)  promptly notify the Company of any unauthorized use;
(c) remain responsible for all activities conducted under their account.

Clients may, through their Personal Account:

(a) invite Contractors;
(b) create Tasks for acceptance by Contractors.

Once a Task is accepted by a Contractor, the Client may not cancel it without
the Contractor’s consent.

Contractors may:

(a) review and accept Client Tasks;
(b) upon completion, submit deliverables and mark the Task as completed
in their Personal Account, triggering the Client’s review process.

The Client must accept or reject a submitted Task within five (5) calendar days.
Failure to do so may lead to suspension of the Client’s ability to create or
accept new Tasks until pending Tasks are resolved.

If the Client raises objections, the Task may be returned to the Contractor for

revision. Once revisions are completed and accepted, the Task is deemed
successfully delivered.

TERMS OF PAYMENTS



4.1. Reservation of Funds.

When creating a Task, the Client selects one of the supported currencies for
determining the cost of the Task. Upon Task creation, the corresponding amount is
reserved from the Client’s balance on the Platform at the internal exchange rate of the
Service. Upon acceptance of the Task by the Client, an amount equal to the agreed
cost is automatically deducted from the Client’s balance and allocated for payment to
the Contractor.

4.2, Currency of Remuneration.

The currency in which the Contractor’'s remuneration will be paid is indicated in the
Contractor’s Personal Account at the time of Task acceptance. By accepting the Task,
the Contractor is deemed to have agreed to the proposed payment currency.

If the Contractor requests payment in another supported currency, the Service’s
internal exchange rate at the time of settlement will apply. The current exchange rate
is visible in both the Client’s and Contractor’'s Personal Accounts.

4.3. Currency Conversion.

If the Client funds a Task in a different currency than that used for the Contractor’s
remuneration, the amount payable will be converted by the Platform at the internal
exchange rate in effect at the time of deduction from the Client’s balance.

44, Risk Allocation (Contractor).

The Contractor acknowledges and accepts all risks associated with currency
conversions, including fluctuations of exchange rates and additional expenses related
thereto.

4.5. Risk Allocation (Client).

The Client likewise bears all risks of conversion, including fluctuations of exchange
rates and associated costs, when using the Service’s internal exchange mechanism.

4.6. Ownership of Payment Details.

Contractors may only provide payment details belonging to them personally. The
Company reserves the right to request supporting documentation to verify ownership
of the payment instrument. Payments may be suspended until satisfactory evidence
is provided.

4.7. Discharge of Obligations.

The Company’s obligations in respect of Contractor remuneration shall be considered
fully discharged at the moment payment is initiated from the Company’s settlement
account, merchant account, or designated cryptocurrency wallet to the payment
details provided by the Contractor.



4.38. Third-Party Risks.

From the moment of payment initiation, the Company is not liable for delays, losses,
fees, or errors arising from intermediary banks, payment processors, blockchain
networks, correspondent banks, or any third parties involved in the execution of the
transfer.

4.9. International Transfers.

When receiving payments via international networks (e.g., SWIFT, SEPA, blockchain
protocols), the Contractor accepts all risks of potential delays, holds, compliance
checks, or loss of funds resulting from correspondent banks, recipient banks, financial
institutions, or international regulations.

4.10. Bank and Intermediary Fees.

The Company is not responsible for any fees, charges, or deductions applied by
correspondent banks, payment networks, or blockchain fees, unless expressly
guaranteed otherwise in writing. If the Company explicitly guarantees receipt of a “net
amount,” such costs shall be borne by the Company.

5. REFUND OF FUNDS

5.1. Refund of Unused Balance.

The Client may request a refund of any unused funds available in their YouGo
Personal Account. To initiate a refund, the Client must submit a written request to the
Company in the manner prescribed by the Platform. Refunds shall be processed
following reconciliation of the Client’s balance, and transferred using the same method
of payment originally used by the Client, unless otherwise agreed.

5.2, Refunds of Tasks in Progress.
If a Task has been accepted by a Contractor and is marked in the System with a status
such as “In Progress,” “Pending Acceptance,” “Completed,” or “Execution Accepted”,

the Client may only request a refund of the Task cost if:

(a) the Contractor has not yet been paid; and
(b) the Contractor has provided written consent to the refund.

In such cases, the Company shall return the funds to the Client’s balance, less a
Service Commission of fifty percent (50%) of the commission applicable to the relevant
Task.

5.3. Completed and Paid Tasks.

No refunds will be made in respect of Tasks for which the Contractor has already
received remuneration.



5.4. Compliance and Restrictions.

All refunds are subject to compliance checks, including anti-money laundering (AML)
and counter-terrorism financing (CTF) procedures. The Company reserves the right to
delay or withhold refunds if additional verification is required.

6. DISPUTES BETWEEN THE CLIENT AND THE
CONTRACTOR REGARDING THE YOUGO
SERVICES

6.1. General Dispute Resolution Procedure

In the event of a dispute between a Client and a Contractor concerning the quality,
timeliness, or performance of Ordered Works under a Task, such disputes shall be
resolved directly between the Client and the Contractor. Both parties retain the right
to pursue legal remedies against each other in accordance with applicable law. The
Company shall not be a party to such disputes and bears no liability for their outcome.

6.2. Assignment of Rights for Dispute Resolution.
For the purposes of enabling direct resolution:
(1) Pre-Acceptance Stage.

If a Task has not yet been formally accepted by the Client through the “Execution
Accepted” status in the YouGo Service, the Company may, by providing written notice
to both the Client and the Contractor, assign to the Client all of the Company’s
contractual rights and claims against the relevant Contractor in connection with the
performance and quality of the Ordered Works under the applicable Subcontract
Agreement (Offer), including any related payment obligations.

The Client and the Contractor provide their prior irrevocable consent to such
assignment under these Terms.

(2) Post-Acceptance and Latent Defects.

If the Task has been accepted by the Client through the “Execution Accepted” status,
and the Contractor has already received payment, but the Client subsequently
discovers latent (hidden) defects which could not reasonably have been identified at
the time of acceptance, the Company may, by written notice to both parties, assign to
the Client any residual rights or claims the Company may hold against the Contractor
in respect of such defects.

The Client and the Contractor hereby provide their prior irrevocable consent to such
assignment under these Terms.

6.3. Effect of assignment



Any such assignment shall be effective upon the date of notification by the Company
and shall not require further approval, consent, or execution by either the Client or the
Contractor.

7. VIOLATIONS AND MONITORING

71. Monitoring Rights.

The Company has the right, but not the obligation, to monitor User Accounts and User
activities on the YouGo Platform in order to ensure compliance with these Terms,
internal compliance policies, anti-money laundering (AML), counter-terrorism
financing (CTF) obligations, and applicable law.

7.2. Breach of Terms.

Any actions of a User in violation of these Terms constitute a material breach and may
also amount to a breach of applicable laws and regulations. Such violations may result
in suspension of access, permanent termination of the User’'s Account, and/or civil or
criminal liability under relevant laws.

7.3. Investigations and Reporting.

The Company reserves the right to investigate suspected unauthorized access,
fraudulent activities, misuse of the Platform, or breaches of these Terms. Where
appropriate, the Company may report such matters to competent law enforcement
authorities, regulators, or other relevant bodies, and cooperate with such authorities
as required.

7.4. Restriction or Termination of Access.

The Company reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to restrict, suspend, or
permanently terminate a User’s access to the YouGo Platform. This may occur,
without limitation, in the following circumstances:

(a) breach of these Terms or applicable law;

(b) failure to satisfy KYC/KYB or other compliance checks;

(c) suspicion of money laundering, terrorist financing, fraud, or other
unlawful conduct;

(d) enforcement of sanctions regimes or regulatory restrictions;

(e) risks to the security, stability, or integrity of the Platform.

The Company is not obligated to disclose the specific grounds for such restriction or
termination unless required by applicable law.

8. AVAILABILITY OF THE SYSTEM

8.1. Network Dependence.



The YouGo Platform depends on external networks, payment systems, blockchain
protocols, and internet connectivity. Accordingly, the Service may not be available in
certain regions, during scheduled maintenance, or due to circumstances beyond the
Company’s control (including failures of third-party providers, payment networks, or
blockchain congestion).

8.2, Right to Modify or Discontinue.

The Company reserves the right to change, improve, update, suspend, or discontinue
the YouGo Platform or any part thereof at any time, with or without notice, including to
comply with legal, regulatory, or security requirements.

8.3. “As Is” Provision.

The YouGo Platform is provided on an “as is” and “as available” basis, with all faults,
without warranties of any kind, whether express or implied.

8.4. No Warranty of Uninterrupted Service.

The Company does not warrant that access to the YouGo Platform will be
uninterrupted, error-free, virus-free, free from delays, or suitable for use in any
particular jurisdiction. Users acknowledge that interruptions may occur due to factors
including but not limited to internet instability, financial network failures, blockchain
confirmations, and regulatory restrictions.

8.5. User Risk.

The User accesses and uses the YouGo Platform at their sole discretion and risk. The
User is solely responsible for the accuracy of data input and for any consequences of
using the Service.

8.6. Disclaimer of Warranties.

To the maximum extent permitted by law, the Company disclaims all warranties,
express or implied, including but not limited to:

(@) merchantability;

(b) fitness for a particular purpose;

(c) non-infringement;

(d) completeness or accuracy of content or data accessible through the
Platform.

8.7. User’s Responsibility for Equipment.
The User is responsible for obtaining, maintaining, and securing all necessary
facilities, utilities, hardware, devices, software, and internet connections required to

access and use the YouGo Platform, at their sole cost and risk.

8.8. Force Majeure.



The Company shall not be liable for any unavailability or delay caused by events
beyond its reasonable control, including but not limited to: acts of government,
sanctions, acts of God, natural disasters, power outages, internet failures, disruptions
of payment networks (SWIFT, SEPA, Visa, Mastercard, blockchain protocols), strikes,
or other force majeure events.

9. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS

9.1. Ownership.

All intellectual property rights, including but not limited to software, source code,
databases, design elements, trademarks, service marks, trade names, logos, and all
other content forming part of or made available through the YouGo Platform
(collectively, the “Intellectual Property”) are and shall remain the sole and exclusive
property of the Company and/or its licensors.

9.2. Limited License.

Subject to strict compliance with these Terms, Users are granted a limited, personal,
non-exclusive, non-transferable, non-sublicensable, and revocable license to access
and use the YouGo Platform solely for the purposes of:

(a) creating and managing Tasks;
(b) coordinating, performing, and accepting services under such Tasks; and
(c) carrying out interactions strictly related to these processes.

No rights, title, or interest in the Intellectual Property are transferred or assigned to
Users, and nothing in these Terms shall be construed as granting any license or right
other than as expressly set forth herein.

9.3. Prohibited Use.
Users shall not, directly or indirectly, without the prior written consent of the Company:

(a) copy, reproduce, modify, adapt, translate, distribute, or create derivative
works from any part of the YouGo Platform;

(b) reverse-engineer, decompile, disassemble, or otherwise attempt to
extract the source code of the YouGo Platform;

(c) use the Intellectual Property for any purposes not expressly permitted
by these Terms.

94. Reservation of Rights.

All rights not expressly granted to Users under these Terms are reserved by the
Company and its licensors. The User acknowledges and agrees that they acquire no
ownership or other proprietary rights in the YouGo Platform or its Intellectual Property
by virtue of accessing or using the Service.



10. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

10.1. Exclusion of Liability.

TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, IN NO EVENT
SHALL THE COMPANY, ITS SHAREHOLDERS, SUBSIDIARIES, AFFILIATES,
CONTRACTORS, EMPLOYEES, OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, OR AGENTS BE
LIABLE TO ANY USER OR ANY THIRD PARTY FOR ANY DIRECT, INDIRECT,
INCIDENTAL, SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, EXEMPLARY, OR PUNITIVE
DAMAGES, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO LOSS OF PROFITS, REVENUE,
INCOME, DATA, GOODWILL, BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES, OR OTHER
INTANGIBLE LOSSES, WHETHER ARISING IN TORT, CONTRACT, OR
OTHERWISE, AND WHETHER OR NOT THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES
WAS ADVISED.

10.2. User Assumption of Risk.

The User acknowledges and agrees that they access and use the YouGo Platform
entirely at their own risk. The User assumes full responsibility for any damages, losses,
costs, or harm resulting from use of, or inability to use, the Platform.

10.3. Third-Party Dependencies.
The Company shall not be liable for any failures, delays, or losses resulting from:

(a) third-party payment systems (including but not limited to SWIFT, SEPA,
Visa, Mastercard, blockchain networks);

(b) intermediary banks, correspondent banks, or payment providers;

(c) failures of internet service providers, hosting services, or
telecommunications networks;

(d) governmental, regulatory, or sanctions-related restrictions;

(e) actions or omissions of Users or Subcontractors.

10.4. Force Majeure.

The Company shall not be held responsible for any failure or delay in performance of
its obligations under these Terms caused by circumstances beyond its reasonable
control, including but not limited to acts of God, natural disasters, war, terrorism, labor
disputes, strikes, epidemics, power outages, sanctions, or regulatory interventions.

10.5. Exclusion for Services Rendered.

To the maximum extent permitted by applicable law, the Company disclaims any
liability for the performance, non-performance, or defective performance of any
services rendered by Subcontractors via the Platform, including any hidden or latent
defects therein.

10.6. Liability Cap.



In any event, and notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, the maximum
aggregate liability of the Company arising from or relating to these Terms, whether in
contract, tort, or otherwise, shall be strictly limited to the lesser of:

(a) the total fees paid by the User to the Company in the three (3) months
immediately preceding the event giving rise to the claim; or
(b) USD 1,000 (one thousand United States dollars).

10.7. Waiver of Claims.

The User hereby irrevocably waives and undertakes not to assert any claims,
demands, or actions against the Company in relation to the YouGo Platform, its
availability, or any disputes, issues, or defects relating to services rendered by
Subcontractors.

11. INDEMNITY

11.1. Indemnification Obligation.

The User hereby agrees to fully indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Company,
its parent, subsidiaries, affiliates, officers, directors, shareholders, employees,
contractors, agents, representatives, successors, and assigns (collectively, the
“Indemnified Parties”) from and against any and all losses, liabilities, claims, demands,
actions, proceedings, damages, costs, expenses (including reasonable legal fees and
expenses on a full indemnity basis), fines, penalties, judgments, or awards of any
nature whatsoever, whether direct or indirect, arising out of or in connection with:

(a) anybreach by the User of these Terms or any other Special Documents;

(b) any misrepresentation, violation, or infringement by the User of any
rights of a third party (including other Users, Subcontractors, or
Customers);

(c) any unlawful, fraudulent, negligent, reckless, or intentional act or
omission by the User in relation to the access or use of the YouGo
Platform;

(d) any claim, demand, or liability arising out of, or connected with, the
Ordered Works provided by a Subcontractor, including but not limited to
performance, quality, compliance with specifications, and infringement
of intellectual property rights;

(e) any regulatory, tax, anti-money laundering (AML), counter-terrorism
financing (CTF), sanctions, or compliance-related claims, investigations,
or penalties that result from the User’s actions or omissions.

11.2. Duty to Cooperate.

The User undertakes to fully cooperate with the Company and the Indemnified Parties
in the defence of any claim, including providing documents, information, witnesses,
and reasonable assistance, even following termination of the User’s access to the
YouGo Platform. The Company reserves the right to assume exclusive control of the



defence or settlement of any matter subject to indemnification, in which case the User
shall remain liable for all associated costs and expenses.

12. CONFIDENTIALITY

12.1. Obligation of Confidentiality.

The User undertakes to maintain in strict confidence, and not to disclose, disseminate,
copy, or otherwise make available to any third party, any Confidential Information (as
defined below) of the Company, its affiliates, partners, counterparties, or other Users,
obtained directly or indirectly through the YouGo Platform or in connection with the
performance of these Terms. Disclosure shall only be permitted where:

(a) expressly authorized in advance in writing by the Company; or

(b) required pursuant to applicable law, regulation, order of a competent
governmental, supervisory, or judicial authority, provided that, to the
extent legally permissible, the User shall give the Company prompt prior
written notice of such requirement in order to enable the Company to
seek protective measures or other appropriate remedies.

12.2. Definition of Confidential Information.

For the purposes of these Terms, “Confidential Information” shall include, without
limitation:

(a) technical information, software code, algorithms, APIs, documentation,
specifications, and databases;

(b) business processes, strategies, pricing models, and marketing plans;

(c) financial information, forecasts, and business metrics;

(d) customer, supplier, and subcontractor data, including names, contact
details, and contractual terms;

(e) internal communications, reports, and the content of any Tasks or
interactions within the YouGo Platform;

(f)  any information marked or otherwise identified as “confidential” or that,
by its nature or the circumstances of its disclosure, a reasonable person
would consider confidential.

12.3. Standard of Care.

The User shall employ at least the same degree of care in safeguarding Confidential
Information as it uses to protect its own confidential or proprietary information of similar
importance, but in no event less than a commercially reasonable standard of care. The
User shall ensure that its employees, agents, or representatives who may have access
to such Confidential Information are bound by written confidentiality obligations no less
stringent than those set forth herein.

12.4. Exclusions.



Confidential Information shall not include information which the User can demonstrate,
by written records:

(a) is or becomes generally available to the public other than as a result of
a breach of these Terms;

(b) was lawfully in the possession of the User prior to disclosure by the
Company;

(c) was lawfully disclosed to the User by a third party without restriction on
disclosure; or

(d) was independently developed by the User without use of or reference to
the Company’s Confidential Information.

12.5. Survival.

The confidentiality obligations under this Clause 12 shall survive the termination or
expiration of these Terms for a period of five (5) years, or for such longer period as
required under applicable law with respect to specific categories of information (e.g.,
personal data, financial records, trade secrets).

13. APPLICABLE LAW AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION

13.1. Governing Law.

These Terms and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with
them shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of Hong Kong
Special Administrative Region, without regard to conflict of law rules that would result
in the application of the laws of any other jurisdiction.

13.2. Amicable Resolution.

The Parties shall use their best efforts to resolve amicably, through good faith
negotiations, any dispute, controversy, or claim arising out of or in connection with
these Terms, including any question regarding their existence, validity, performance,
breach, or termination.

13.3. Claims Procedure.

(a) Any Party receiving a written claim from the other Party shall, within
thirty (30) calendar days of receipt, provide a written response outlining
its position and, where applicable, proposed terms of settlement.

(b)  All correspondence shall be valid if submitted via the User’'s Personal
Account on the Platform, by registered mail, or by email to the contact
details provided in these Terms.

13.4. Escalation to Arbitration.
If no settlement is reached within sixty (60) calendar days from the commencement of

negotiations, the dispute shall be finally resolved by arbitration administered by the
Hong Kong International Arbitration Centre (HKIAC) in accordance with the HKIAC



Administered Arbitration Rules in force at the time of commencement of the arbitration,
which rules are deemed to be incorporated by reference into this clause.

13.5. Arbitration Details.

(@) The seat of arbitration shall be Hong Kong.

(b)  The tribunal shall consist of a sole arbitrator, appointed in accordance
with the HKIAC Rules.

(c) The language of the arbitration shall be English.

(d) The award rendered by the arbitrator shall be final and binding upon the
Parties and may be enforced in any court of competent jurisdiction.

13.6. Injunctive Relief.

Nothing in this Clause shall prevent the Company from seeking interim, injunctive, or
conservatory relief before any competent court to protect its rights or confidential
information, pending the outcome of arbitration.

14. CHANGES TO TERMS

14.1. Right to Amend.

The Company reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to amend, update, supplement,
or otherwise modify these Terms and to introduce new or additional rules, policies, or
special documents governing the use of the YouGo Platform from time to time.
